Letter to Wash. Emergency Management Division (EMD) in response to denial of state financial support yet to be drafted.  Visit of NWTEMC Board is also planned.  Also, visit to (DRMO) and state reutilization office still pending.

Good news to report.  NWTEMC has recently received the following grant funds.

2008 Tribal Homeland Security Grant:  $92,900.  This closes out the grant.  A special thanks to the Snoqualmie Tribe for their efforts in resolving this grant.  Funds will be used for staff back pay, as well as administrative costs.

WA DOH TEPA (Tribal survey):  $45,000.  Funds will be used to pay the remaining tribes that participated in the survey.

2009 Inter-Op Grant:  $68,390 received for work conducted January through June 2010.

New Business

TEPA survey update –  Lynda Zambrano 

Member participation was superb.  Dept. of Health (DOH) very grateful.  NWTEMC has received funds ($2,500 for each of 23 of 29 tribal respondents:  $1K to tribe, $1.5K to NWTEMC) and plans to distribute these among participating Tribes in next few weeks (10 have already received payment).

Request submitted by DOH to OFM for waiver of certain contracting requirements for NWTEMC
· A waiver was needed because entities not specifically tribally created or represented were competing for contact dollars based on their “business experience”.

·  Recent changes in OFM contracting procedures opened the door for this to occur and DOH needed to ensure funds went to tribal entities recognized and supported by tribes. 

Maria is working with her fiscal office to develop correspondence to AIHC & NWTEMC, and for internal use, indicating exactly what these parameters are and plan to send this information shortly.  

The decision from OFM however, will not, result in a  “quasi-government” designation for either organization

The Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service – NWTEMC application – Carl

Qualification status of NWTEMC yet to be determined.  Likely that DRMO will approve application.  New quasi-governmental status is expected to improve chances of state approval.

NWTEMC is taking lead in launch of national organization.  Teen Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) training guide developed by Navajo available for download.

Meeting at Tribal Emergency Preparedness Conference (TEPC10) planned to discuss next steps.  NTEMC regions will overlay FEMA regions.  Andy Hendrickson, FEMA X tribal liaison, is contacting his counterparts.  Various regional tribal leads have been invited to conference.

2011 applications for Casino Impact Funds will be completed.

Lobbying has begun for congressional support of multi-million dollar FEMA grant.

CERT program received $21,000 infusion from DOH.  New response bags (500) and manuals (250) have been purchased.  DOH will also continue contract for payment of CERT instruction.
