· Committee Reports

· Interoperability Communications Sub-committee Report – Glenn/Lynda
Discussion on how Laura Kingman has been vital to the success of the Tribe’s interoperable project.. Carl asked about ham radios and upgrading to HF (high frequency). The ham radio gentleman from Quileute stated that most folks are not trained in HF and repaters in the area are unreliable.
Carla asked the group if youth are involved in ham radio training? Lynda responded that NWTEMC has ham radio webpage and folks can have their info listed their. A Statewide ham radio network is needed for the tribes though. She also mentioned that a tribal youth from Tulalip does ham radio.
Lynda also gave an update on Tribal LInX (Law Enforcement Information Exchange). LE info sharing is a major communications gap for the tribes. Project was underway a few years, NWTEMC is going to help push it forward again . Need tribal support. There was also talk of creating a sub-committee for LInX with Law Enforcement. Bill Lyon, Quileute Police Chief commented that BIA had a pilot program along the same lines. Carl asked if enhanced ID program is related?
· FY11 IECGP & FY10 leftover funds
NWTEMC is currently working on Proposal for leftover FY10 IECGP funds. NWTEMC staff is meeting with Casey Broom, WA EMD IECGP grant manager to discuss proposal. They will also discuss NWTEMC proposal for FY11 IECGP funds. The FY11 proposal will be an update of the FY10 proposal, which was not awarded. The FY11 deliverables will encompass the 3rd Phase of the Statewide Tribal Interoperability Communications project.
· CASM update 

Lynda gave update on the CASM (Communication Assets Survey and Mapping) project. Since the last NWTEMC meeting, 4 tribes have requested access (Kalispel, Swinomish, Quileute, Colville). Lynda gave an overview of the project and encouraged Tribes to utilize the tool and update their information for the system.
· SIEC update

Glenn gave update of the SIEC Board meeting. It is being held today. Jim Fernando, NWTEMC tribal rep, will be attending on behalf of the Tribes.
· New Business

· CERT Update – Lynda

Next CERT class Feb 23,24 & 25, 2011.
Lynda discussed importance of CERT class, used example of the Darrington/Sauk-Suiattle classes.

Jeff from Nisqually asked Quileute if CERT classes helped and what does the Tribe need, since NWTEMC is here? The Quileute responded that getting volunteers is hard to get.

Jeff stated that we are here as a team.

Danny from Quileute: need more help, more community involvement.

Discussion of Quileute: 

River has shifted towards village during a big flood.

Rick Snoqualmie: how many people live in La Push? Response: about 760

Need to have people take came of themselves.

For high school?

Tribe relies on scanners, hard to fin off-hour employees

Claude mention paying folks during day gets better response at night. A Resolution mandating that practice has helped with response.

Gentleman from Quileute school mentioned radio program.

Lynda mentioned that ham radio is not part of CERT, but encourage folks to use.

Lynda mentioned NWTEMC can facilitate any training. Lee and Joe at Upper Sagit mentioned satellite phone, esp that they are cheaper now, like $20/month. Lynda mentioned that HIS clinics are getting phones. Rick encouraged folks to utilize these resources.

· CERT program registration
NWTEMC was denied for CERT program registration: 
From Citizen Corps (2/15/2011):

“I received your registry for the NW Tribal Emergency Management Council CERT Program.  Thank you for all you do to support CERT in the state and amongst the tribes!  The intent of the registry is to list programs and their contacts for recognition and for individuals to find information.  Since you are a support to local tribes and don’t manage the CERT program within or for the local tribes, it will be more functional for the local tribes to register individually.  Let me know if you have any questions, and thanks again for your support.”
· Grants Update – Lynda Zambrano

Lynda reported that there is still time for the EMPG grant. NWTEMC can help with this, not a competitive grant.
· Cow Creek Band of Umpqua Hazard Mitigation Plan – Glenn

NWTEMC submitted a bid to develop the Cow Creek Umpqua’s Tribal Hazard Mitigation Plan. The Tribe is located along I-5 in the Roseburg/Canyonville area of Oregon. The tribe reported that NWTEMC had the best bid and has been awarded the contract. Work will begin in spring 2011 with a projected 18-124 month project time although it is hoped it can be completed sooner.

· Update on Draft Intrastate Mutual Aid Agreement – Glenn

Bill is going through Committee. Has been submitted to some tribal attorneys, who had concerns, esp. as it relates to tribes’ waiver of sovereign immunity. We encourage Tribe’s and their attorneys review the legislation and let your reps know if there are chances needed.

· 2011 Tribal EP Conference update – Lynda
