The agenda for the meeting intended to present to tribal officials of the 8 tribes of HLS R1 the scope and responsibilities of homeland security, specifically what it is and what it is not in Region 1.

Presentations where made by several officials from various tribal, county, state and federal officials about Homeland Security, emergency management, and hazards that we face in our region.

Attendees from the administration of several of the tribes where present and asked excellent questions and provided several good ideas about what is needed to improve homeland security and emergency management at the tribes.

One idea in particular that was mentioned was that the various agencies and departments from throughout the government should continue to make contact and develop the relationships between the tribes and their agencies despite the challenges that can be presented by the tribes not having the infrastructure to develop these programs. “Not to give up” working with the tribes because of the changes that occur within the tribal governments. This idea was presented by the Chairperson of the Upper Skagit Tribe, Marilyn Scott
During the afternoon session a survey among the tribes & counties present was completed that identified the capabilities of homeland security and emergency management within these governments. Refer to the table on page 2. The survey clearly shows the tribes have a lot of work ahead of them to ensure their governments and communities are prepared in emergency management and homeland security, particularly as compared to the counties of region 1.
As an example, only 1 tribe, the Tulalip Tribe, has a NIMS implementation plan that is required by HSPD #8 that all jurisdictions within the U.S. comply or risk losing future funding.
