The Tulalip Tribes Police Department has been working hard for the past year on a plan to implement community policing. The purpose of this plan is to network the resources of the Tulalip Police Department with those of our communities and focus on commonly identified goals, which will make the Tulalip communities a safer and better place to live. To assist in this process, the Tulalip Tribes Police Department has created the Tulalip Office of Neighborhoods, a division of the Police Department. To date, the Tulalip Office of Neighborhoods, in conjunction with the Tulalip Police Department, has created the following mission statement and organizational goals for the following year: 

Mission Statement:  The Mission of the Tulalip Office of Neighborhoods will be to work collaboratively with Tulalip neighborhoods, Tulalip Tribal Police Services and all other Tulalip community resources to reduce crime, improve community relations and improve the overall quality of life. 

Goal 1: To Prevent Crime: As prioritized though community partnerships, we will address those crimes and conditions that most impact community livability.

Goal 2: To Develop and Empower our People: We will hire, train, develop and support our people consistent with our mission and values. We will maintain an environment that promotes and rewards teamwork, creativity, trust, leadership and accountability.

Goal 3: To Empower the Community: We will promote a more involved, responsible community by building stronger community partnerships, improving customer service, providing more open and responsible communications and delivering programs that encourage problem solving and crime prevention. 

Goal 4: To Plan and Budget to Support Our Mission: We will prioritize our programs, resources and personnel to support our mission. In partnership with our community, we will evaluate our performance and adjust as necessary. 

It is now time to establish objectives and activities that are going to help us to achieve our goals. It is the intention of the Tulalip Office of Neighborhoods and the Tulalip Police Department to involve individual community members as well as entire neighborhoods in every step of the phase of strategic planning.
