Amount:  $14,572,500 available for entire country
Performance Period:  36 months 
Application Deadline: July 28, 2008  
Overview:  The grant is intended to support construction and renovation of state, local and tribal emergency operation centers. Fusion centers are specifically disallowed from this program.
· Construction: 

· Limited to $1,000,000 per project

· Defined as building a new facility or any changes to the footprint of an existing facility
· Renovation: 

· Limited to $250,000 per project

· Defined as internal improvements to an existing facility
· Each state, local and tribal EOC can request funding for only one construction or renovation project.
· Match requirement: The grant requires a 75% federal, 25% non-federal match for each project.
· All construction/renovation projects are subject to environmental and historic preservation compliance requirements and must be reviewed and approved by FEMA prior to implementation.
· Management and Administrative Costs (M&A): 

· A maximum of 1% of grant funds may be retained by the state
· An additional 1% may be used by the sub-grantee for M&A.

· Application format requires use of investment justification template.
· Facility assessment: Applications must include certification that a facility assessment was conducted and identify how the deficiencies identified in the assessment will be addressed through the project.

· Review: The SAA will review all state, local and tribal projects and prioritize them prior to application submission.
· Pass-through funds must be obligated within 15 days of the date of the award.
· Biannual Strategy Implementation Reports (BSIR) will be required
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
