



 Agreement to Permit Access to (Insert Radio Group[s])
THIS AGREEMENT is entered into by and between the parties (insert agency name) grantee, and (insert agency name), grantor.
RECITALS

Whereas, the (Insert Communications Network), was formed for the purpose of constructing and operating a (specify jurisdiction extent) emergency radio system; and,

Whereas, the members of (insert agency/dept. users) are authorized users of the (name) radio system; and,

Whereas, the (Insert Communications Network) users recognize the need for emergency radio interoperability with non-users of (Insert Communications Network); and,

Whereas, insert agency name)requests permission to access (Insert Communications Network) radio talk groups for mutual-aid emergency communications only; and,

Whereas, parties (insert agency name) is designated to grant permission for access to specified (Insert Communications Network) talk groups.

NOW THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED:

(Insert agency name)is granted permission for conditional access to the (Insert Communications Network)  radio system according to the following rules and guidelines:

1. Grantee is permitted to access the talk groups listed on the reverse side of this agreement for emergency calling and coordination only.

2. Emergency communications is defined as the transmitting of emergency requests on primary talk groups and for the subsequent response coordination that may be needed to process the call on secondary talk groups.

3. Grantee will comply with additional stipulations or limitations stated on the reverse side of this agreement.

4. Grantee will comply with rules of the Federal Communications Commission for radio communications.

5. Grantee will switch to a designated secondary talk group when directed by authorized (Insert Communications Network) user agencies or the (Insert Communications Network)   dispatch center.

6. Grantee is not permitted to use (Insert Communications Network) talk groups for daily routine business.  Daily routine business is defined as non-emergency business, data requests, or any radio transmissions that do not require emergency assistance from (Insert Communications Network) user agencies.

7. Grantee acknowledges that non-compliance with this agreement may result in a service disconnection.

Nothing whatsoever in this Agreement constitutes or shall be construed as a waiver of Tribe’s sovereign immunity.
